         TRUE "KINGDOM-MINISTRIES"

Many "ministries" - even in this late hour - still hold
to a number of  psychological [worldly] principles that
are absolutely detrimental to the "divine process" of
setting the captives free, while others are so far off the
mark [and, thus, in their pride and fear {control} are
found operating completely apart from the power of the
Holy Spirit] that it is almost incomprehensible. Either
way, the captives are not getting set free to enter into the
"fullness" of the liberty [and Kingdom-position] that is
ALREADY theirs, in Christ. That will change, however,
as a holy Church [of which true Kingdom-ministries are
the spontaneous fruit] arises in this hour. 

It will be a Glorious Church that will walk and talk
as Jesus walked and talked - and, thus, they will be found
doing the "greater works" that He mentioned in John
14:12. THEN, the captives will not only be truly set free,
they will immediately turn on the Devil in the power of
the Holy Spirit - and begin to devastate his schemes
against others who are suffering under the same bondage
that they were previously under. 

Blessed are all those who have laid down their lives
before the Father and His Word in this hour - those who
are refusing [on an ongoing basis] to do or say anything
apart from Christ. For they shall be vessels of great Grace
and Love to all those who cross their path in this hour,
and they shall continually be found bearing "maximum
fruit" for both the Church and the Kingdom - right
through to the end of the age.

THE EFFECTUAL POWER OF THE BLOOD OF
JESUS AND THE LOVE OF THE FATHER

It is the effectual power of the Blood of Jesus and the
Love of the Father that completely breaks down the
"negative cycles" in one's life and, in the process, replaces
their "old" inner image [a distorted image that was
formulated through their past experiences at the hands of
the Devil] with a revelation of the spiritual reality of who
they TRULY are in God's eyes - through the "finished"
work of Christ. 

There is a constant flow of both the Blood of Jesus
and the Grace of God to the one who will open their heart
up wide to the Father - and it is this continual "flow" into
one's life [as well as the Word of God becoming real to
their heart - through revelation] that heals and restores
one perfectly from the depths of their being - outward.

...."But by His [the Father's] doing you are in Christ
Jesus, who became to us wisdom from God, and
righteousness and sanctification, and redemption".... 1
Corinthians 1:30 NASB

AS ONE GOES FROM FAITH TO FAITH AND
OBEDIENCE TO OBEDIENCE THEIR "INNER
IMAGE" WILL BE CHANGED FROM ANY PAST
DISTORTED [LYING] IMAGES TO SEEING
THEMSELVES THROUGH THE EYES OF BOTH
THE FATHER AND JESUS

As one truly begins to seek to enter into the place of
"abiding" [dwelling continuously] in perfect liberty - and,
thus, begins to open their heart to trust God with an
absolute trust [faith] - it takes a bit of time for the "divine
image" [of who they truly are, in Christ] in their heart to
become "crystal clear" [although one always has the
Word of God to stand upon - regardless of how the Enemy
attempts to influence their mind, will and emotions - in
fact, it is the continual proclamation of the Truth in faith
that causes the aforementioned spiritual reality of who
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they are in Christ to be "emblazoned" on their heart]. 

This is due to the fact that many have suffered much
reproach throughout their lives [even their Christian
walk] and, thus, there are still some "blockages. And, so,
much like a physical heart has its blood flow hindered
through blockages in an artery so, too, any "blockages" in
one's heart [spiritually speaking] must be broken down
[revealed] and removed in order to allow the effectual
working of the Blood to flow freely and, in the process,
completely obliterate any of the damaging images the
Enemy has been able to "formulate" within them in the
past - through the buildup of unrighteous words and
actions against them. 

Also, as one truly gives the Word [Will] of God
preeminence in their life the Holy Spirit is THEN able to
accelerate the renewing of the mind, and also change the
inner image in one's heart so that they are "constantly"
seeing themselves as the Father sees them - and that is as
His precious [beloved] child, walking along the narrow
path of perfect obedience, being prepared perfectly to
fulfil ALL that they were created for, in Christ.

Summarizing: 

As one goes from faith to faith and obedience to
obedience their "inner image" will be changed from any
past distorted [lying] images to seeing themselves through
the eyes of both the Father and Jesus.  Once one gains a
"revelation" of the Father's Love and approval they will,
in continuing to guard their heart with all diligence, never
suffer under the "fear of man" - and the continual
"performance anxiety" and fear of humiliation that that
can bring.

MANY CHILDREN OF GOD WILL EXPERIENCE
THEIR "BREAKTHROUGH" FULLY IN THIS
SEASON

Many children of God will experience their
"breakthrough" fully in this season [the victory is
ALREADY won] when they begin to look to the Lord and
the Holy Spirit [at all times] ahead of "flesh and blood"
for ministry. One cannot enter into the place of  'abiding'
in perfect liberty if they continue to put ANY trust in
"flesh and blood" ahead of the Father and His Word.
Seeking after "ministry" from outward sources before
seeking the ministry of the Holy Spirit and the Word of
God, inwardly [in the secret place of God's Presence],
opens the door [through an alignment with a "spirit of
idolatry"] to the Enemy to lay all manner of ministry that
is "soulish" [fear-filled, controlling and ungodly] in
origin on the child of God. 

ALL THOSE WHO ENTER INTO THE FULLNESS
OF THEIR DESTINY IN CHRIST IN THIS FINAL
HOUR WILL DO SO BECAUSE THEIR HEART IS
"WHOLLY GIVEN TO THE FATHER AND HIS
WORD [WILL]

This allows him [the Enemy] to control them to a
certain degree by keeping them in unbelief and mistrust
instead of an absolute faith and dependence upon the
Father and His Word. Many [in fact, most in the church at
large] "maintain" an emotional attachment in this area of
seeking ministry to relieve any pressure they are
experiencing [by speaking out everything they "feel"] -
and, thus, in their running to people instead of to God in
the "inner chamber" on a daily basis they remain in a
place far below the place of "abiding" in the fullness of
their Covenant [salvation, in Christ]. All those who enter
into the fullness of their destiny in Christ in this final hour
will do so [overcome, become "victors"] because their
heart is "wholly given" to the Father and His Word [Will],
and because their faith and trust is in God and His perfect
Faithfulness, alone - and this, without exception!

While it is most certain that there is a "divine order"
in the midst of God's people [for the purpose of helping
others enter into the place of an abiding faith and love]
and that things [positionings] change as one goes from
