Words of prophecy:

* The "spirit of self-righteousness" will provoke one to "violence" [excessive
soulish force - rampant emotionalism] and, thus, they will be found judging
unrighteously that which is, in reality, righteous.

* Up until this time, My beloved ones, I have had to keep those who are not
"acclimatized" to My Presence, apart from you. For the sin which they have
retained in their lives would have caused them to demonstrate a "rampant
emotionalism" and, in their blatant rebelliousness and clear blasphemy of the
Glory, they would serve only to dig themselves a deeper pit than the one which
they are already ensnared in.
